Road will be on the right. Follow the Hewitt Station
Road for about 3 miles until you reach the turnoff for
the 172 Road on the left. There will be a sign that says
something like "Superstition Trailheads - Woodbury,
Rogers Trough". Follow the 172 road north for about 8
miles until you reach the corrals, which will be on the
left side of the road.

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WHAT IS THE HERITAGE FUND AND

WHAT DOES IT DO?

It is no secret that the State of Arizona, along with the
rest of the country, is in an economic crisis. Governor
Brewer just recently released her budget plan that
contains her recommendations for closing the fiscal
year 2010 and 2011 budget deficits which are $1.4
billion in 2010 and $3.2 billion in 2011. The next step
in the process is for the Legislature to consider and act
on the Governor's budget plan. The Legislature may
also identify different options that it wants to consider.

The hunting and fishing community has had a lot of
guestions regarding the Governor’'s recommendation
that lottery revenue (which includes the Department's
Heritage Fund) be deposited into the general fund.
Sportsmen want to know what the Heritage Fund is
and what does it do. They also want to know how
would the loss of the Heritage Fund affect them and
wildlife management in Arizona? So here are some
points of clarification.

What is the Heritage Fund and what does it do?

The Heritage Fund was created in 1990
through the efforts of a broad coalition of
Arizona citizens. Voters passed the Heritage
Fund Initiative by an overwhelming two to one
vote and supported the Heritage Fund again at
the polls in 1998. Voters again showed strong
support for Heritage in 2002 when they voted
73 percent in favor to continue the Arizona
Lottery. The Arizona Game and Fish
Department uses Heritage Fund dollars to
manage more than 800 native wildlife species
(the highest diversity of any inland state),
including threatened and endangered species.
The Department also uses Heritage Fund
dollars to help urban residents coexist with
wildlife, to educate children and the public
about the environment and wildlife
conservation, and to create new opportunities
and provide access for outdoor recreation.

The Heritage Fund provides critical funding to
the department and benefits communities
statewide.

The Arizona Game and Fish Department
receives no general tax revenue. Instead, the
Game and Fish Department operates more like
a business based on a “user pay-user benefit”
model. The more success the department has
in providing products and services customers
want and are willing to pay for, the more
money is raised to support wildlife
management and conservation that benefits all
of the citizens in Arizona.

What would the loss of the Heritage fund mean
to AZGFD and me?

Programs that directly affect Arizona’s
sportsmen could be cut back to 1990 levels,
including:

* law enforcement

* public land access involving more than two
million acres

» game and sportfish management

* habitat enhancement

« shooting range operations and development

AZGFD could be forced to increase license
fees before the end of the current recession.

Millions of dollars in federal matching funds
could be forfeited — or matched at
sportsmen’s expense.

AZGFD'’s ability to represent Arizona’s
interests in decisions affecting land and water
use and wildlife management would be
compromised.

Without AZGFD representing state and local
stakeholder interests as the voice of reason at the
negotiating and decision table, federal agencies,
litigious special interest groups, and federal courts
would have even greater influence on Arizona’s
wildlife, land use and water policy decisions.

AZGFD would be less able to gather and apply
biological data and knowledge that is critical to fighting
misuse of the federal Endangered Species Act to gain
control over Arizona’s land, water, and wildlife
resources.

RECIPES

NEWMANSBBQ DOVE

Try this great barbecue dove recipe. It's a great way to
put a spin in your Family meal routine.

12-15 Doves

3/4 cup Vinegar

4 thsp Worcestershire Sauce
1/4 tsp Tabasco Sauce

1 tbsp Prepared Mustard

2 tbsp Dry Mustard

1/4 tsp Black Pepper

1/2 tsp Salt

2 1/2 tsp Sweet & Low

2 tbsp Brown Sugar

Mix all ingredients for a few seconds in a blender. This
makes enough sauce for 12-15 doves. Bake doves in
a 350 degree oven for about 1 hour, turning, and
basting them frequently in a shallow pan.

NEW ORLEANS VENISON

This New Orleans style venison roast is cooked to
perfection in your dutch oven or covered pot, covered
in lemon pepper, garlic, lime, onion and green pepper.
Try it and enjoy!

2 Ibs Venison Roast

3/4 tsp Lemon Pepper Seasoning
1/2 tsp Salt

1/4 Cayenne Pepper

1 Garlic Clove, minced

3 Lime Slices, chopped

2 cups Onion, chopped

1 cup Sauterne

1 cup Green Pepper, chopped

1 tsp Soy Sauce

Season roast with lemon pepper, salt, cayenne pepper
and garlic. Place meat in a Dutch oven/covered pot
and add the rest of the ingredients. Bring quickly to a
boil, cover, reduce heat, then simmer until meat is
tender, about 1 1/2 - 2 hours.

DIRTY RICE

1 cup White rice

Salt, white pepper, red pepper, black pepper
1/2 Ibs Chicken livers, chopped

1/2 Ibs Ground beef or turkey

1/2 cup Onion, chopped

1/4 cup Celery, chopped

3 Green onions

2 tbsp Parsley, chopped

Butter

1/3 cup Oill

Cook rice with butter. Brown ground beef/turkey in oil.
Add chopped livers. Cook until thoroughly browned.
Add onion and celery. Sauté until tender, add cooked
rice, mix in parsley and onion tops. Season with salt
and peppers (red, white, black) to taste.
